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Lehigh Valley PSPE UL Tour
Al Dezubay, PE

Twenty LVPSPE members and guests toured UL's
Allentown Lab on Snowdrift Drive.

We were greeted by Zach Mooney and Dave
Edwards of UL.

Dave Edwards gave a brief but concise overview
of Underwriters Laboratories 122-year history
and what the Allentown facility does. Allentown
is a performance testing facility that started with
lighting tests and has expanded to test packages,
do Energy Star tests, and provide lab space for
customer designed tests. They did a great job
making us welcome.

After Dave's presentation we toured different
parts of the lab starting with the big black room.
It has a test stand with rotating mirror and data
collection photo cell to measure light output from
large lamps. They also have lab spheres that
measure light output. The biggest is three me-
ters in diameter; it has a bright white interior to
reflect all the light from a lamp to a data collec-
tion photo cell. They also have four two meter
and one one-meter spheres for testing smaller
lamps.

A new lab is a "Retail Center" for conducting tests
for a specific retailer (like Home Depot and
Lowe’s). These retailers are interested in why
products are returned and how to make them
better. Each retailer has its own testing protocol.

Unfortunately, their new large environmental
chamber was overdue and had not arrived, so we
toured their smaller environmental chambers
where they test for humidity and corrosion resis-
tance. They also do thermal shock testing and
test performance as atmospheric pressure is
changed rapidly.

Also, relatively new is their packaging testing lab,
where boxes are squeezed, dropped and shaken
for FedEx, Walmart, UPS and Amazon.

Last we saw the labs where lamps are impacted
and undergo life cycle testing. Lights are left on
for 6,000 hours and their power consumption is
measured over their life.

It was an interesting and informative tour, and
we thank Dave Edwards and Zach Mooney for
hosting us.
CONTINENTAL DIVIDE

Driving west from Denver, Colorado, on I-70 one
comes upon an interesting geological phenom-
ena, the Continental Divide. South of the high-
way is Clear Creek, flowing east, opposite to your
direction. Then, about sixty miles from Denver
the highway enters Eisenhower Tunnel, a dual-
bore, four-lane vehicular tunnel approximately
1.7 miles long.

East end of Eisenhower tunnel, with Clear Creek
flowing east.

Exiting the tunnel there is another stream,
Straight Creek, again on the south side of the
highway, but the water is now flowing west, the
same as your direction!

I sort-of kind-of noticed this driving west, but I
paid particular attention on my return trip. I con-
firmed what I had supposed, the two streams
flow in opposite directions!

The Eisenhower Tunnel has a maximum elevation
of 11,158 feet above sea level. I-70 traverses
Loveland Pass, 11, 992 ft. above sea level, and
the Continental Divide. A Continental Divide is a
continent’s dividing line where the streams flow
into widely separate oceans. In this case, water
on the east side of the tunnel flows to the Gulf of
Mexico via the Missouri-Mississippi system; water
west of the tunnel flows to the Gulf of California
via the Colorado River.

The Continental Divide of the Western Hemis-
phere extends from the Bering Strait in Alaska to
the Strait of Magellan in Chile. Rain falling west
of this line flows streams to the Pacific Ocean,
rain falling east of this line flows to the Atlantic
Ocean.

The Continental Divide enters the Lower 48 in
north western Montana and extends south-east
into Yellowstone National Park, Wyoming. There
are signs along the roads in Yellowstone alerting
the motorist whenever the Continental Divide is
crossed. However, the main outflow from the
park is the Yellowstone River, which becomes
part of the Missouri-Mississippi river system,
flowing east and south, entering the Gulf of
Mexico at New Orleans.

There is a “Triple Continental Divide” of sorts in
in Potter County, Pennsylvania. From here, the
Genesee River flows north to Lake Ontario and
the St. Lawrence River, the Cowanesque, Tioga,
Chemung, and Susquehanna Rivers flow to the
Chesapeake Bay and the Atlantic, and the Alleg-

heny River flows south to the Ohio and Missis-
sippi rivers and to the Gulf of Mexico.

The Continental Divide is always in mountainous
areas, often the highest mountains on the conti-
nent. In Costa Rica the Continental Divide cros-
ses the highest volcano in the country, the Irazu
Volcano, 11,257 ft. elevation, close to the city of
Cartago.

Climbing the spiny ridge of the Continental Divide
was a bit harrowing, buffeted by winds from east
and west. It was impossible to walk erect. I had
to hunker down so I wouldn’t be blown over, but
the view at the summit was worth it. The top of
the volcano is forty miles from the Caribbean and
fifty miles from the Pacific. I carefully stood up
and was able to see both oceans! Dear reader,
that’s memorable.

The Continental Divide continues south through
Panama, Colombia, and Ecuador. In South
America the Continental Divide is the ridge of the
Andes Mountains, located close to the west coast
of the continent.

In Ecuador the Continental Divide passes through
the Cajas (boxes in Spanish), a series of canyons
and lakes about ten miles west of Cuenca, 2,000
miles from the Atlantic and forty miles from the
Pacific. Quite a disparity! Cuenca is at 8,000 ft
elevation, the crest of the Andes is 13,000 ft. The
Continental Divide is not marked. I had to as-
sume that it is the crest of the road, as it des-
cends to the coastal plain and the Pacific.

The Cajas was our weekend playground, fishing
or just sight-seeing. The lakes are a favorite for
trucha (trout) fishermen. The floor of the canyons
are covered with thick grass, virtually treeless
except on the lee sides of a ravine. We once tried
to start a campfire, but due to the lack of oxygen
the wood did ignite. The higher the elevation,

The “Headwaters” of the Amazon?

the shorter the grass. Some fields had incredibly
beautiful flowers, with the most vibrant colors
imaginable; the brightest red, orange, violet,

e

blue, the whole spectrum. Incredibly beautiful,
but in miniature. The plants were only inches
high with flowers a mere 3/8” across! There are
obvious signs of earthquakes; huge rocks in the
middle of a flat plain, dried streambeds that had
a fifteen foot “offset.” There was a path that once
was part of the Inca communication system.
Runners used this path carrying the messages
that held the Empire together. The path was not
obvious and was not clearly marked. People told
us that there was a lot of wildlife in the Cajas,
including deer and various species of wild cats
and bears. However, condors were the only wild-
life we observed other than small birds. The con-
dors’ rather high-pitched screams eerily echoed
off the canyon walls. We made a game of coun-
ting the number of echoes; the best we heard
was five echoes per scream. Lamas wandered
around. I assumed that these were domesticated
and were allowed to run free. Altogether, an
interesting place!

It is my contention that the lakes and the river
that drains the Cajas, the Rio Tomebamba, is the
actual headquarters of the Amazon. Because of
the westward bulge of South America the Cajas is
further from the mouth of the Amazon than the
official headwaters of the Amazon, in Peru. How-
ever, the geography community does not agree
with the facts as I see them

Every continent or large land mass has a Con-
tinental Divide. In the Americas it is almost
